2002: The winter season ranked as the 6th warmest such season on record since 1977 and the warmest since the 1997-98 season. The winter was also the 6th consecutive such season of above normal temperatures. There were 86 days with maximums above 32(F and 12 days with maximums above 60(F, and 2 days with maximums above 70(F. They were Dec. 5th and 6th. The spring season ranked as the 6th warmest such month on record. April ranked as the warmest such month on record. Temperature extremes ranged widely from 100(F on April 17th and 27(F on the 7th. The 100(F reading was the highest and earliest such reading ever recorded. The summer ranked as the 8th warmest such season on record and the warmest since 1980. The autumn season ranked as the 5th coldest such season on record and the coldest since 1993. September ranked as the 5th warmest such month and October ranked as the 5th coldest such month and November ranked as the 8th coldest such month. The year as a whole averaged 56.2(F and ranked as the 2nd warmest such year on record and the warmest since 1998.  The year as also the 2nd consecutive such month of above normal temperatures. 

Precipitation in the winter was below normal and ranked as the driest such season on record and the driest since the 1979-80 season. The period January through February also ranked as the driest such period on record. In the Spring, precipitation started to increase with the season ranking as the 10 wettest such season on record and the wettest since 1993. March ranked as the 13th driest such month, April ranked as the 9th wettest and May as the 11th wettest. The period June through July ranked as the 10th driest such period on record. The period July-August ranked as the 12 driest such period on record. Ironically, the season ranked as the 11th wettest such season on record and the wettest since 1996. In the autumn, rainfall was above normal and ranked as the 2nd wettest such season on record and the wettest since 1977. In October 8.89 inches fell and ranked as the wettest such month on record and the wettest since 1996. Snowfall totaled 14.1 inches and was 15.2 inches below normal. The year ranked as the 2nd lest snowiest such year on record and the least since 1991-92. February tied with February 1981 as the least snowiest such month on record with only a trace recorded. The winter season ranked as the 2nd least snowiest such season on record and the least since 1991-92 season. The year as a whole ranked as the 16th driest year on record and the driest since 1994.
