2004:The winter season temperature averaged 32.4(F and ranked as the 16th warmest such season on record since 1977 and the warmest since 2001 season. The season was rather variable with December ranking as the 10th warmest, January ranked as the 5th coldest and February ranking as the 12th warmest such months on record. January was the coldest month averaging 24.7(F. There were 21 days with maximums of 50(F and above and 5 days with maximum of 60(F and above.  There were 21 days with maximums of 32(F and below and 70 days with minimums of 32(F and lower. There were 2 days with minimums of 0(F or lower. Temperatures in the spring season averaged 55.3(F and ranked as the 3rd warmest such month on record and the warmest since 1991.  The summer averaged 73.8(F and ranked as the 8th coldest such season on record and the coldest since 1992. The autumn season averaged 58.9(F and ranked as the 3rd warmest such season on record and the coldest since 1990. The season was variable with September tied with September 1980 as the 10th coldest such month, October ranked as the 11th warmest such month and November ranking as the 5th warmest such month. The year as a whole averaged 55.1°F and ranked as the 8th warmest such year on record and the warmest since 1999. 

Precipitation in December totaled 6.02 inches and ranked as the 3rd wettest such month on record.  In contrast, the month of January, precipitation totaled only 2.21 inches and ranked as the 7th driest such month. February continued to be below normal with 2.89 inches as the 15th driest on record. Snowfall totaled 28.4 inches and ranked as the 9th snowiest such season. Spring’s precipitation totaled 14.29 inches and ranked as the 9th wettest such season on record.  In the summer, precipitation totaled 18.07 inches and ranked as the 2nd wettest such season on record. All the months precipitation totaled above normal.  July precipitation totaled 10.77 inches and was the wettest such month on record.  In the fall, precipitation totaled 13.54 inches and ranked as the 9th wettest such season on record.  54.01 inches fell for the year and was the 6th wettest such year on record and the wettest since 1979. Snowfall totaled for the snow season totaled 35.0 inches and ranked as the 8th snowiest such season on record. Snowfall in December was the greatest with 15.5 inches.
