2005:The winter season of 2004-05 featured a variety of weather, with record warmth, cold, rainfall and snowfall. Temperatures averaged 34.9(F and ranked as the 10th warmest such season on record since 1977 and the warmest since 1979-80 season.  In the spring, temperatures averaged 51.0(F,  and ranked as the coldest such season on record since 1977. March averaged ranked as the 6th coldest such month on record with April ranking as the 6th warmest such month and May tied with May 2003 as the coldest such month. The season was also the 2nd consecutive such season of above normal temperatures.  The season was the ranked as the 6th coldest such season averaging 51.0(F.  The summer season averaged 76.7(F and tied with the summer of 1984 as the 3rd warmest such season on record.  The autumn season averaged 59.7(F and ranged as the warmest such season on record.  Temperatures in September averaged 72.5(F and ranked as the warmest such month on record since 1977. The month of October averaged 57.3(F and ranked as the 8th warmest month on record and November tied with November from the previous year as the 5th warmest such month on record. The year as a whole, averaged 55.3(F and ranked as the 8th warmest year on record and the warmest since 1999. The year was also the 2nd consecutive year of above normal temperatures. 
The precipitation in the winter season totaled 9.77 inches and ranked as the 14th driest such season on record and the driest since 1985-86 season. Snowfall was above normal with 26.0 inches.  The season ranked as the 11th snowiest such season on record and the snowiest since the 1982-83 season. The period January-February, a total of 6.76 inches of precipitation was recorded and ranked as the 15th driest such month on record and the driest since 1995. Precipitation in the spring totaled 8.81 inches and ranked as the 4th driest such season on record and the driest since 1992. The period Marc through April, 8.07 inches of precipitation was received and ranked as the 13th driest such period on record. Snowfall was above normal with 8.7 inches.  In the summer, precipitation totaled 6.89 inches and ranked as the 3rd driest such season on record and the driest since 1988. The period June-July, only 5.46 inches of precipitation was record and ranked as the 6th driest such period, the driest since 1977. The period July-August, 4.00 inches was recorded and ranked as the 4th driest such period on record. In the fall, the precipitation was widely variable with precipitation in September measuring only 1.66 inches. In October, precipitation totaled 9.84 inches. In November, only 3.12 inches was recorded.  The season ranked as ranked as the 5th wettest such season on record and the wettest since 1999. The period October-November, a total of 12.96 inches was recorded and ranked as the 3rd wettest such period on record.
