2006:The winter season of 2005-06 featured Below normal temperatures during the first half of December followed by above normal temperatures during the last half. The same conditions were experienced in January along with short lived cold spells. December was the coldest month averaging 34.7F. January was the warmest averaging 39.2F. Temperatures during the winter averaged 36.4F and ranked as the 7th warmest such winter of record (1976-77) and the warmest since the winter of 1998-99. December ranked as the 9th coldest such month, January ranked as the 3rd warmest with February as the 12th warmest. In the spring, temperatures averaged 53.2F and tied with the spring of 1993 and 95 as the 12th coldest on record.  March ranked as the 15th warmest such month on record. Summer temperatures averaged 75.6F and ranked as the 11th warmest such season on record and the warmest since 1987.  June ranked as the 7th coldest such month on record and August ranked as the 10th warmest.  July was the warmest averaging 79.3F and June was the coolest averaging 71.3F. In autumn, the temperature averaged 58.2(F and ranked as the 8th warmest such season on record and the warmest since 1984. September ranked as the 12th coldest such month, October tied with 1998 and 20000 as the 11th coldest such month with November ranking as the 3rd warmest such month on record. For the year, temperatures averaged 56.4F and ranked as the 2nd warmest year on record and the warmest since 1998.  The year was also the 2nd consecutive year with above normal temperatures. 
The precipitation in the winter season totaled 11.04 inches and ranked as the 12th wettest such season on record. Snowfall was above normal with 31.4 inches.  The season ranked as the 9th snowiest such season on record. The period January-February, a total of 6.93 inches of precipitation was recorded and ranked as the 16th driest such period on record and the 2nd consecutive such period with below normal precipitation. The driest month was February with only 2.18 inches.  Precipitation in the spring totaled 8.62 inches and ranked as the 4th driest such season on record and the driest since 1992. The period April-May ranked as the 15th driest such period on record and the driest since 1993. In the summer, precipitation totaled 13.79 inches and ranked as the 7th wettest season on record and the driest since 1990. The period July-August, only 7.68 inches of precipitation was record and ranked as the 14th driest such period, the driest since 1985. In the fall, the precipitation totaled 13.47 inches and ranked as the 11th wettest such season on record and the wettest since 2004. The season was also the 3rd consecutive such season with above normal precipitation. November was the wettest month with 4.47 inches and ranked as the 9th wettest such month on record and the wettest since 1997. The period September-October, 8.96 inches of precipitation was received, and ranked as the 11th wettest such period on record, the wettest since 1993. For the year, 45.12 inches was received, and ranched as the 16th driest such month on record and the driest since 2000.  The year was also the 2nd consecutive year with below normal precipitation.  June was the wettest month with 6.11 inches and March was the driest with only .73 of an inch.
