2007:The winter season of 2006-07 featured above normal temperatures during the December and into January 2007 followed by below normal temperatures in February. December 2006 ranked as the 2nd warmest such month on record (1976-77) averaging 42.7F. January ranked as the 4th warmest such month and February ranked as the 3rd coldest such month on record. The season ranked as the 8th warmest such season on record and also the 4th consecutive such season that averaged above normal. Temperature extremes included 72F on the 6th which was a record for the month. The month of March tied with March 2006 as the 15th coldest such month on record. The month of April ranked as the 2nd coldest such month on record. May ranked as the 7th warmest such month on record. Spring 1007 tied with spring 1980 as the 15th coldest such season on record. The month of June ranked as the 12th warmest such month on record. July ranked as the 7th coldest such month on record. The month of August tied with August 1999 and 2004 as the 12th coldest such month on record, Summer 2007 ranked as the 1th coldest such season on record. There were 11 days with maximums of 90F or higher. There were also 5 days with maximums of 70F or lower. September ranked as the 5th warmest such month on record. The month of October ranked as the warmest such month on re3cord averaging 63.8F. Temperature extremes included 87F on the 8th and 39F on the 29th. November ranked as the 8th coldest such month on record. Fall 2007 tied with Fall 2005 as the coldest such season on record. The year averaged 54.9F and tied with 1979 and 1993 as the 11th warmest years on record. Temperature extremes included 94F on July 9th and 8F on February 5th.  
Precipitation in December ranked as the 11th driest such month on record. January ranked as the 10th wettest on record with 4.54 inches recorded. The month of February ranked as the 5th driest such month on record with only 1.49 inches recorded. The period January-February ranked as the 13th wettest such period on record and was also the 4th consecutive wettest such period on record. Snowfall for the season totaled 9.4 inches and ranked as the 8th least snowiest season on record. In March precipitation totaled 4.44 inches and ranked as the 16th driest such month on record. April’s precipitation totaled 11.30 inches and ranked as the wettest such month on record. The month of May ranked as the 4th driest such month on record with only 1.59 inches.  Spring’s precipitation ranked as the 4th wettest such season on record with 17.33 inches.  Precipitation in September only measured .97 of an inch and ranked as the driest such month on record. There was 26 days without measurable rainfall. Rainfall in October ranked as the 6th driest such month on record. The period September-October ranked as the 5th  driest such period on record. November  precipitation totaled 2.24 inches and ranked as the 6th driest such month on record. The period October-November rainfall totaled 5.45 inches and ranked as the 10th driest such period on record. The fall precipitation totaled 6.42 inches and ranked as the 2nd such driest season on record. There was 26 days with measurable rainfall. Precipitation in 2007 totaled 48.35 inches and ranked as the 18th driest such season on record.
