April 2007:The month featured a fluctuating NAO and a generally a positive PNA. Temperatures during the month averaged 49.9F and ranked as the 2nd coldest such month on record (1977) and the coldest since 1992. The month was also the 3rd consecutive month with below normal temperatures. Temperature extremes included 86F on the 23rd and 29F on the 8th. There were 14 days that averaged above normal that mostly occurred during the last half of the month. There were 11 days with maximums above 60F, 7 days with maximums above 70F and 2 days with maximums above 80F. There were 6 days with minimums below 32F.

April 2007 ranked as the wettest such month on record with 11.30. The month was the second consecutive month with above normal precipitation. There were 10 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 4.62 inches received on the 15th. This was also the most received for the month.  The old record was 3.73 inches set in April 1984.  Only a trace of snow fell on several occasions and the month tied with April 2—2 as the 2nd least snowiest such month on record.  The seasonal total is 14.9 inches and ranked as the 6th least snowiest such month on record and the least since 1991-92.
