August 2002:August 2002 averaged 77.2°F and tied with August 1991 as the 6th warmest such month on record since 1977 and the warmest since 1983. August 2002 was also the 3rd consecutive such month with above normal temperatures. The month was also the second consecutive month of above normal temperatures. Twenty-three days averaged above normal and 8 days averaged near or below normal. Temperature extremes included 98°F on the 13th and 59°F on the 30th. There were 12 days with maximums of 90°F or above. This was the most since 1991.

Precipitation in August was highly variable. At the beginning of the month only 2.14 inches fell. Then only a trace fell from the 3rd through the 15th. This dry weather was also accompanied by very warm temperatures. Rainfall was light to moderate from the 16th through the 27th. Then at the end of the month 2.33 inches fell. Rainfall during the month totaled 5.49 inches (152%) and ranked as the 5th wettest such month on record since 1977 and the wettest since 1983. The most precipitation received in a 24-hour period was 2.33 inches during the 28th through the 29th. on the 19th. There were 22 clear days and only 4 overcast days.
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
