Autumn 2001:September ranked as the 10th coldest such month on record since 1977 and the coldest since 1987. The month also ranked as the 2nd consecutive such month of below normal temperatures, October ranked as the 9th warmest such month on record and the warmest since 1994. November ranked as the warmest November on record averaging as much as 6 degrees above normal. November 2001 was the warmest November since 1998. The month was also the second consecutive month of above normal temperatures. Twenty-six days averaged above normal. The season as a whole averaged 58.6°F and ranked as the 4th warmest such season on record and the warmest since 1985. Temperature extremes included 86°F on September 13th and 30°F on November 21st. There were 13 days with maximums of 80°F and above. There were only 4 days with minimums of 32°F and lower. There were 62 clear days and only 9 overcast days.

Precipitation in September totaled 4.71 inches and ranked as the 7th wettest such month on record and the wettest since 19965. September was also the 4th consecutive such month with above normal precipitation. In October, precipitation only totaled .57 of an inch and ranked as the 2nd driest such month on record. October was also the 5th consecutive such month of below normal precipitation. In November, only 1.05 inches fell and ranked as the driest such month on record and the driest since 1998. The season as a whole ranked as the season on record and the driest since 1991. The period September through October ranked as the 10th driest such period on record and the driest since 1980. The period October through November ranked as the driest such period on record and the driest since 1998. Measurable precipitation fell on 21 days. The most record in a 24-hour period was 2.08 inches on September 14th. There were only 9 overcast days and 62 clear days.
