Autumn 2003:The 500 mb pattern in September featured above normal heights over the western United States and eastern Canada. Below normal heights were observed over the central United States, the central North Pacific. Temperatures in September averaged 67.3(F tied with September 1996 as the 7th coldest such month on record since 1977. In October, the pattern consisted of above normal heights in the polar region, the high latitudes of both the North Pacific and North Atlantic, and the western United States, and below normal heights across the central North Pacific, eastern North America. Temperatures in October averaged 54.3(F and ranked as the 5th coldest such month on record. In contrast, the pattern in November features a trough in the West and a ridge in the East.  Temperatures averaged 49.5(F and tied with November 1999 as the 4th warmest such month on record. The season averaged 57.7(F and ranked as the 12th coldest such season on record and the coldest since 1991. 

Precipitation in September totaled 6.13 inches (163%) and ranked as the 3rd wettest such month on record. In October, 4.24 inches was recorded (139%) and ranked as the 8th wettest such month on record. In contrast, in the month of November, 3.71 inches of rain was recorded (93%) and tied with November 1980 as the 5th driest such month on record.  A total of 14.08 inches fell during the three month period, and ranked as the 8th wettest such season on record and the wettest since 1989. The period October-November was the 17th driest such period on record with 7.95 inches and the driest since 1979. Measurable precipitation fell on 32 days. The most received in a 24-hour period was 2.03 on November 19th-20th.
