Autumn: Temperatures in June averaged 72.5(F and ranked as the warmest such month on record since 1977.  The month was also the 2nd consecutive month with above normal temperatures and the 2ns consecutive such month with above normal temperatures. In October, temperatures varied widely from far above average during the first half of the month to below normal there after. The temperature averaged 57.3(F and ranked as the 8th warmest month on record. The month was also the 2nd consecutive such month with above normal temperatures. Temperatures varied widely also in November. Temperatures averaged 49.1(F and tied with November 2004 as the 5th warmest such month on record.  The month continued the trend of above normal temperatures in September and October. The season averaged 59.7(F and ranged as the warmest such season on record.  
Precipitation in September totaled only 1.65 (44%) and ranked as the driest such month on record.  The month ranked as the 6th consecutive such month of below normal precipitation.  Precipitation totaled above normal in October with 9.84 inches (322%).  The month ranked as the wettest such month on record the wettest since 2002. The period September-October ranked as the 4th wettest such period on record with 11.49 inches the wettest since 1999. In November, precipitation totaled only 3.12 inches and ranked as the 13th driest such month on record.  The period October-November, a total of 12.96 inches was recorded and ranked as the 3rd wettest such period on record. Precipitation in Autumn totaled 14.61 inches and ranked as the 5th wettest such season on record and the wettest since 1999.
