Autumn 2007: The temperature in September averaged 70.2 F and ranked as the 5th warmest such month on record (1977). Temperature extremes ranged from 91 F on the 8th and 49 F on the 16th. There were 14 days out of the month with maximums above 80 F. In October, the temperature averaged 63.8 F and this made October 2007 the warmest such month on record and the warmest since 1984. Temperatures extremes included 87 F on the 8th and 38 F on the 29th. There were 19 days with maximums of 70 F or higher and 8 days at or above 80 F. In November, temperatures averaged 44.8 F and ranked as the 8th coldest such month on record and the coldest since 1986. Sixteen days averaged near or below normal. Temperature extremes included 68 F on the 22nd (a record for the day), and 25 F on the 24th. The season averaged 59.6 F and tied with fall 2005 as the coldest such season on record. 
Precipitation in September totaled only .97 of an inch and was the driest such month on record and the driest since 1990. There were 26 days without measurable precipitation. In October, precipitation totaled 3.21 inches and ranked as the 6th driest such month on record and the driest since 1987. The period Sep-Oct ranked as the 5th driest such period and the driest since 1997. In November, precipitation totaled 2.24 inches and ranked as the 6th driest such month on record and the driest since 1991.  The month was also the 3rd consecutive month with below normal precipitation. The period Oct-Nov 5.45 inches of rain was recorded and ranked as the 10th driest such period on record and the driest since 1981. Precipitation for the season totaled 6.42 inches and ranked as the 2nd such season on record and the driest since 2001. There was 26 days with measurable precipitation.
