February 2002:The pattern during February featured a trough in the West and a ridge off the Southeast coast. February 2002 averaged 40.3°F and tied with February 1998 as the warmest such month on record since 1998. February was also the 5th consecutive month of above normal temperatures and the 7th consecutive such month of above normal temperatures. Only 2 days averaged near or below normal. Temperature extremes included 63°F on the 21st and 17°F on the 14th. There were 21 days with maximums of 45°F or above and 15 days with maximums of 50°F or above and 2 days with maximums of 60°F or above. There were not any days with maximums of 32°F or lower. There were 16 days with minimums of 32°F or lower. This February was the 15th consecutive such month with not one below zero temperatures. 

Precipitation in February totaled .55 of an inch and was 2.24 inches below normal. February 2002 ranked as the driest such month on record since 1977. February was the 5th consecutive such month of below normal precipitation and the 3rd consecutive such month of below normal precipitation. The most precipitation received in a 24 hours period was .22 of an inch during the 10th-11h. The period January-February a total of 2.18 inches of precipitation fell and ranked as the driest such period on record. It was also the 3rd consecutive such period of below normal precipitation. Snowfall was also below normal with only a trace recorded. February 2002 tied with February 1981 and 1998 as the least snowiest such month. The most received in a 24-hour period was a trace on 28th. There were 16 clear days and only 3 overcast days.
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
