February 2005:The pattern in February during the first half of the month was dominated by a negative PNA and positive NAO. The upper pattern featured a trough in the West.  The rest of the month the PNA was positive and a negative NAO with a ridge in the West and a trough across the east-central U.S.  

The temperature for February averaged 36.3(F and ranked as the 7th warmest such month on record since 1977 and the warmest since 1991. The month was also the 2nd consecutive such month with above normal temperatures. The month was also the 4th consecutive month of above normal temperatures. The first 17 days of the month averaged as much as 20 degrees above normal.  During the last half of the month temperatures averaged as much as 7 degrees below normal.  Temperature extremes included 60(F on the 6th and 16(F on the 19th. There were 21 days with maximums of 40(F and above and 7 day with maximums above 50(F. There were no days with maximums below 32(F. There were 23 days with minimums below 32(F. 

Precipitation in February totaled 2.90 inches and was only 104 percent of normal.  The month ranked as the 16th driest such month on record and was the driest since 2003. The month was the 3rd consecutive such month of below normal precipitation. There were 12 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 1.28 inches during the 14th-15th. Snowfall in February totaled above normal with 13.9 inches. The month ranked as the 9th snowiest such month on record and the snowiest since 1986. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 4.4 inches on the 28th.
