February 2006:The pattern during the first half of the month features a negative NAO and positive PNA.  This features a ridge in the West and a trough in the East.  The last half of the month features a pattern reversal with a positive NAO and a negative PNA.  During this time, a trough covered the West and a ridge was off the Southeast coast.     

Temperatures in February were similar to January’s with wide variations.  Cold air penetrated the pattern but, never stayed long.  Although there were several warm days, there were no records broken.  Temperatures in February averaged 35.(F and ranked as the 12th warmest such month on record.  The month was also the warmest since 2001 and the 3rd consecutive such month with above normal temperatures. Only 8 days out of the month averaged below normal. There were 11 days with maximums of 45(F and above, 7 days with maximums of 50(F and above and 3 days with maximums of 60(F and above. There were 3 day with maximums of 32(F or lower and 21 days with minimums of 32(F and lower. Temperature extremes included 62(F on the 3rd and 13(F on the 19th. 

Precipitation in February totaled 2.18 inches and ranked as the 10th driest such month on record and the driest since wettest since 1997. There were 7 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 1.26 inches during the 11th-12th. Snowfall for the month was above normal with 18.2 inches. The month tied 7th with 1996. The month was also the 2nd consecutive such month of above normal snowfall. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 18.0 inches during the 11th and 12th.  There was only 2 day with snowfall of 1 inch or more.
