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4th-10th…In the East, lake-effect snow showers continued to be problematic in parts of the Great Lakes and Northeast. Amounts of 4 to 6 inches fell in some areas, and in some cases, accumulated over a foot or more of existing snowpack, bringing total snow depths to around 2 feet. Four inches of new snow fell in Watertown, New York, bringing the total snow depth to 28 inches, while the largest amount was noted in North Osceola, New York, at 42 inches of snowpack. This strong Arctic air mass brought in bitterly cold air to these regions. Wind chills of between 10 and 20 degrees below zero were observed. Saginaw, Michigan reported a wind chill of 14 degrees below zero, while in Jamestown, New York, it felt like 18 degrees below zero. Further south, widely scattered showers impacted Florida. Rainfall amounts were generally around a quarter of an inch. Elsewhere, high pressure brought clear to partly cloudy skies across the Ohio and Tennessee Valleys, as well as the Southeast and Mid-Atlantic. In the western two-thirds of the country, a weak upper-level disturbance brought isolated snow showers to the northern Plains, with accumulations generally around 1 inch. This cold air mass also caused the mercury to barely rise today across the northern Plains and upper Mississippi Valley, with bitterly cold temperatures and wind chills reported. In Cedar Rapids, Iowa, the wind chill readings showed 14 degrees below zero, while in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, the wind chill held at 23 degrees below zero. Elsewhere, warmer conditions were felt in the central and southern Plains and the lower Mississippi Valley, with clear to partly cloudy skies. Further west, a strong ridge of high pressure kept conditions markedly warmer in the Rockies, Great Basin, California, and the Desert Southwest. Generally dry conditions were observed out West, with a few isolated rain showers in the Pacific Northwest.
In the East on Tuesday, scattered snow showers developed over the Appalachians, Ohio Valley, and southern Great Lakes. Snowfall accumulations across Kentucky of up to 4 inches were reported. Lake effect snow showers continued across northern and western New York. Heavy snowfall amounts were reported in Mexico, New York and Oswego, New York. Further to the south, skies were mostly sunny with dry conditions over the Southeast and Deep South. A few clouds and rain showers were reported over southern Florida. Across the central region, a low pressure system produced scattered snow showers from North Dakota to Illinois throughout the morning and early afternoon hours. Accumulations up to 7 inches were observed in Mantorville, Minnesota, and over inches of snow was reported in the Chicago suburb of Romeoville, Illinois. Bitterly cold air continued over the Upper Midwest and northern Plains, where temperatures struggled to rise to 10 degrees. Further to the south, skies were mostly sunny with dry conditions over the southern Plains, Texas, and along the Gulf Coast. Temperatures rose into the 60's and 70's across Oklahoma and Texas as breezy southwest winds brought warmer air into the region. 

In the West, a frontal boundary draped across the northern Rockies produced scattered snow showers in Montana. Snowfall amounts were locally heavy, especially at higher elevations. Scattered rain showers moved onshore over Washington and Oregon, but rainfall amounts were light. Over the Great Basin, California, Desert Southwest, and central and southern Rockies, skies were partly cloudy with dry conditions.
The dry streak that has persisted throughout the West for several weeks was finally broken Wednesday as a series of Pacific storms began their parade into the West Coast. The initial storm was fairly warm, and thus rain moved into northern and central California by mid-morning and persisted throughout the day. By afternoon, the heaviest rain had shifted southward into the Central Valley and south of the San Francisco Bay Area. Snow Advisories were in effect for portions of the Sierra Nevadas as several inches of new snow will fall in the higher elevations. Meanwhile, frigid temperatures continued in the northern portion of the country as Arctic air remained in place. Temperatures below zero and in the single digits were observed from the Northern Plains through parts of the Upper Midwest. Teens and 20s were observed through the Upper Mississippi Valley and through the Northeast. Because of all of this cold flow, lake effect snow around the Great Lakes, including in western New England. Lake effect snow warnings were in effect for these areas as several inches of new snow will fall. Meanwhile, light snow showers fell in parts of the Plains. The Southern Plains and Southeast rose into the 60s, 70s, and some 80s, while the Northwest rose into the 40s. 

Heavy lake-effect snow continued to fall over western New York Friday, while cold temperatures continued to chill much of the country. In western New York, snowfall totals for the week reached close to 10 feet in some areas, with more accumulation expected over the weekend. Cold temperatures stretched from the Northern Plains through the Northeast. 

Portions of North Dakota and Minnesota struggled to rise above zero, while temperatures hit only the teens in the Central Plains and Upper Midwest. In the East, scattered showers moved through the Gulf Coast. In the West, a 

Pacific storm brought rain to central California and snow to the Sierra Nevadas. Some precipitation also meandered through the Northwest, but diminished by afternoon.

11th-17th…Across the eastern portion of the nation on Monday, lake effect snow showers have continued to impact portions of the Northeast, especially up-state New York. Wide-spread scattered snow showers were reported across the Lower Great Lakes and much of Michigan throughout the afternoon hours, as well as portions of the eastern Ohio Valley and the northern Mid-Atlantic states. Just to the south, scattered rain showers impacted the southern Ohio Valley and the Middle and Southern Mississippi Valley. A few of these rain showers produced areas of heavy downpours across southern Illinois and Missouri, and isolated thunderstorms affected Louisiana, eastern Texas, portions of southeastern Oklahoma, and much of Arkansas. Severe weather with periods of heavy downpours, hail, and lightning was reported in Louisiana and eastern Texas late this afternoon, while severe thunderstorms developed across southwestern Oklahoma earlier this evening. Much of the Southeast saw partly cloudy skies and fair weather throughout the afternoon hours, except for portions of southern Florida where scattered showers were reported through the early evening hours. In the central states, snow fell across the northern and central Plains, with generally about 3 to 5 inches of accumulation. Portions of northern Kansas saw a mixture of rain, snow, and some freezing drizzle by late this afternoon. Rain showers impacted southern Kansas and the southern Plains. Areas not affected by precipitation, such as the Upper Midwest, remained under mostly cloudy skies. In the West, scattered snow showers were reported in the northern and central Rockies. Snowfall amounts were generally around 1 to 4 inches, with locally heavier snow reported at higher elevations. Further south, across southern Rockies and the Desert Southwest, partly to mostly cloudy skies were reported, with a few isolated rain showers across far eastern New Mexico. In the Pacific Northwest, partly to mostly cloudy skies prevailed by the late afternoon hours. Another round of rain showers moved into Northern California this afternoon and and have persisted throughout the evening. Elsewhere, the Great Basin, and south
Across the East on Wednesday, a low pressure system moved across the Deep South. This produced severe weather over the Southeast and brought snow and ice to the Ohio Valley, Great Lakes, and Northeast. A line of severe thunderstorms produced tornadoes Louisiana, Alabama, and Mississippi. Hail fell in Alabama, Georgia, Florida, and Mississippi, with baseball size hail recorded in Alabama. Numerous locations reported wind damage. Further to the north, rain showers fell across the Mid-Atlantic, then turned to freezing rain and snow. Heavy snow was reported over the Ohio Valley and Great Lakes. Snowfall amounts over 12 inches and ice storms occurred in Indiana. Skies were sunny in Maine. In the central region, heavy snowfall occurred across the Midwest and central Plains. Snow accumulations of 10 inches fell in Springfield, Illinois, and drifts up to 4 feet were observed in northern Illinois. Gusty winds accompanied the storm. Winds gusted to 30 and 40 miles-per-hour. Rain showers pushed over the Ozarks and Lower Mississippi Valley during the day. Skies were partly cloudy to mostly sunny over the northern Plains and Upper Midwest, with sunny skies over most of Texas. Across the West, a stationary front draped over the Rockies produced scattered snow showers with rain showers in the Four Corners, Southwest, and Desert Southwest. Snowfall accumulations of 7 inches fell in western Colorado. Rainfall amounts were fairly light. With the exception of light mountain showers across the Cascades, skies over the Pacific Northwest were partly cloudy.
Across the East on Friday, weather conditions were mostly quiet, but very cold. Temperatures dropped to below zero across portions of the Ohio Valley. Lows in the low 20's were common all the way to the Gulf Coast and even into the Panhandle of Florida. A light northwesterly breeze produced wind chill values five to ten degrees colder than that. Winds were somewhat stronger across portions of New England. Wind gusts of up to 30 mph produced wind chill values dropped into the minus teens and minus 20's in many locations. For example, Frenchville, Maine, experienced a wind chill of minus 28 degrees. Areas of precipitation were found, though. Lake effect snow showers plagued areas east of Lake Ontario where heavy snow has fallen recently. For example, Fair Haven, New York, picked up 15 inches of new snow. Meanwhile, light lake effect snows came to an end during the early morning across the southeast shoreline of lower Michigan. Snow accumulations were light. Further south, scattered rain showers came to an end during the morning across central Florida. Most rainfall amounts were light. Across the western two-thirds of the nation, a storm system brought scattered snow showers to the northern Rockies, along with the northern and portions of the central Plains. This system was fast-moving, which helped to make snowfall totals generally light. However, this produced very gusty winds across portions of the northern and central Rockies. For example, Rocky Flats, Colorado, reported a wind gust of 90 mph during the morning hours. Other gusts in the 40-to 60 mph range were common across eastern Colorado, Wyoming, and Montana. Further west, scattered rain and mountain snows occurred across the Pacific Northwest. Rainfall amounts were generally under .40 of an inch. Accumulating snow was restricted to elevations above five-thousand feet and were light. Meanwhile, cold temperatures were common across the southern Plains. Temperatures in the single digits and teens pushed all the way to central Texas. Several record low temperatures were reached this morning. The table below contains record low temperatures from select locations.
18-th-24th…Across the eastern two-thirds of the country, a low pressure system in the Great Lakes region pushed a warm front across the Tennessee Valley and the Ohio Valley. The warm front that moved across the Tennessee Valley and the Ohio Valley produced mostly cloudy skies with a few areas of scattered rain showers across the region. No significant rainfall amounts were reported from this activity. Meanwhile, across the lower Great Lakes, a few scattered snow showers were reported, however no significant snowfall amounts were reported. Across the southeast, skies were partly cloudy to mostly clear with dry conditions. Further north across the Middle Atlantic and the Northeast, skies were partly cloudy with dry conditions. Elsewhere, a weak disturbance continued to bring mostly cloudy skies and breezy conditions across the northern and central Plains, as well as across much of the middle and upper Mississippi Valley. Across the southern Plains, skies were partly cloudy to mostly sunny with dry conditions. Across the western United States, a storm system continued to produce low elevation rainfall and mountain snow across the Pacific Northwest. Light to moderate rainfall amount were observed. Another storm system produced areas of showers and thunderstorms across southern California and the Desert Southwest. These storms produced moderate lightning strikes, gusty winds, and moderate to heavy rainfall amounts. For an example, Burbank, California reported a rainfall total of 0.78 inches, while, Lancaster, California, reported a rain fall total of 0.60 inches. Further east, this same system triggered snow showers across the central Great Basin and the central Rockies. Moderate snowfall rates were reported. Meanwhile, partly cloudy skies and dry conditions were reported elsewhere.
In the eastern United States on Wednesday, showers and a few thunderstorms developed along a frontal boundary and pushed across the Tennessee Valley, Deep South, and into portions of the Southeast. A few storms became strong, with nickel-size hail reported near Elizabethton, Tennessee this morning. However, general rainfall amounts were around one-half inch or less. Farther to the north, a departing system brought a few scattered rain showers to portions of the Northeast early, but skies cleared through the later morning hours. Scattered snow showers also pushed across northern parts of the Great Lakes, but accumulations were minimal. Dry weather conditions prevailed across the remainder of the Great Lakes, Ohio Valley and Mid-Atlantic. In the center of the country, showers and a few thunderstorms exited parts of southeastern Texas and the lower Mississippi River Valley. No severe weather was reported with these storms and rainfall amounts generally remained less than one-half inch. Farther to the north, a weak clipper system brought isolated rain and snow showers to the northern Plains and Upper Midwest. Precipitation amounts were light across North Dakota, South Dakota and Minnesota. Elsewhere, high pressure dominated with fair skies and dry conditions throughout the central and southern Plains as well as the middle Mississippi Valley. In the West, a weak upper-level disturbance brought scattered rain and mountain snow showers to much of the northern Great Basin and northern Rockies. Precipitation amounts were generally light across parts of Idaho, Montana and Wyoming. To the west, a steady stream of Pacific moisture resulted in heavier precipitation across portions of Oregon and northern California. Snow accumulations exceeded six inches through the midday hours at elevations above 3000 feet in these locations. Elsewhere in the West, high pressure resulted in fair skies and dry conditions throughout the remainder of the Great Basin and Rockies as well as the central and southern California and into the Desert Southwest.
   Light snow swept through central New England Friday morning, leaving breezy conditions in the Northeast later in the         day. Another area of precipitation moved through Iowa on its way into Wisconsin and Illinois. Light snow fell in Wisconsin while scattered areas of heavy rain and thunderstorms developed throughout Iowa. Areas of light snow were also reported in the higher elevations from southern Idaho through Colorado, and rain was noted in Arizona. The Southern Plains and Southeast rose into the 60s and 70s, while the Northeast saw temperatures from the teens to the 30s. The Great Basin saw temperatures in  the 30s, while the Northwest rose into the 30s and 40s.

The storm that pounded the Midwest over the weekend brought relatively light snow to the Northeast on Monday, delaying some commuters but sparing the region a repeat of the Valentine's Day ice storm that brought airline flights to a standstill. Maryland received three to six inches. The New York City area and Connecticut received up to 4 inches, a fraction of the amount that fell in the Midwest during the weekend. JetBlue, which canceled more than 1,000 flights in the wake of the Valentine's Day storm, called off at least 68 flights Monday into or out of Columbus, Ohio; Richmond, VA; Portland, Maine; and Washington and Chicago. The Midwest took the brunt of the storm, with more than 2 feet of snow falling in southeastern Minnesota. Winter storm warnings remained in effect Monday for northern Wisconsin and Michigan. Nine traffic deaths were blamed on the huge storm system: eight in Wisconsin and one in Kansas. Major highways in parts of Colorado, Kansas and Nebraska were blocked for much of the weekend, and tornadoes destroyed homes in the South.
25th-28th…In the eastern United States on Wednesday, a weak upper-level disturbance brought a few scattered snow showers to portions of the Northeast and Great Lakes through the morning hours. Accumulations were very light with this activity. Across the Ohio Valley, the leading edge of a more powerful storm system began to bring rain showers to the region. Precipitation amounts here remained light as well. Farther to the south, showers and a few thunderstorms impacted far southern Florida. Elsewhere in the East, skies were fair with dry conditions throughout the Mid-Atlantic, Appalachians, Southeast, Tennessee Valley, and Deep South. In the center of the country, rain showers and a few thunderstorms pushed across the middle Mississippi River Valley, ahead of a strong low pressure system situated in the High Plains. No severe weather was reported through the midday hours across portions of Missouri and far southern Iowa. Farther to the north and west, colder air allowed wintry precipitation to fall across the northern Plains and into the Upper Midwest. Snow accumulations were generally less than three inches through the midday hours across the Dakotas and northern Nebraska, but more was expected through the rest of the daytime hours. A few scattered snow showers also began to fall across the western Great Lakes, with no accumulations reported. To the south, mild, dry, and windy conditions were reported across parts of the southern Plains and Texas. Winds gusted to near 40 miles-per-hour in El Paso, Texas. Elsewhere in the central United States, skies were fair with dry conditions across the central Plains as well as the lower Mississippi Valley. In the West, a large upper-level trough continued to provide cold and unsettled weather conditions to much of the Pacific Northwest, Great Basin, and California. Snow levels plummeted across California with accumulations exceeding six inches in the foothills of the southern Sierras, just outside of Fresno, California. Locally heavy snow accumulations were also reported across elevated terrain in Washington, Oregon, and northern California. At the lower levels, rain showers and a few isolated thunderstorms continued to push through. No severe weather was reported and rainfall amounts generally remained less than one-quarter of an inch. Farther to the east, scattered snow showers fell in portions of the central Rockies as well as the northern High Plains. Accumulations here ranged from two to four inches in most locations. Dry, but breezy, weather conditions could be found across much of the Desert Southwest and into New Mexico.
