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CANADA


Western  





Temperatures were 2°C to 5°C (2°F-10°F) below normal across much of western Canada, with the largest departures reported along the border of the United States. The mercury failed to reach 30°C (86°F) at most locations, and scattered subfreezing lows were reported throughout the region. 





British Columbia 





Rainfall amounts of less than 25 mm (1.00”) fell on British Columbia during the third week as unusually dry conditions overspread the province. 





Western North America





Montana and Alberta 





Cold Canadian air pushed into much of Montana, resulting in temperatures departures of 2°C to 6°C (4°F-12°F) below normal during the second week, with locally larger departures to 8°C blow normal. Despite the invasion of cold air, highs exceeded 30°C (86°F) in southern Montana, but subfreezing lows occurred at several locations in Canada.





Northeastern Alaska and Northwestern Canada 





Temperatures were 2°C to 6°C (4°F-12°F) below normal across the region during the third week.





UNITED STATES


Central  





Scattered showers delivered 25 to 100 mm (1.00”-4.00”) of rain to parts of northwestern Texas, western Oklahoma, Kansas, and Nebraska, but most of the region reported less than 30 mm (1.20”) of rain during the first week. 





Eastern  





Little or no rain fell on much of the eastern United States, except for a few 


isolated rain showers of 10 to 50 mm (.40”-2.00”) in the Northeast. 





Torrential rains of 100 to 500 mm (4.00”-20.00”) fell across much of the eastern United States east of the Appalachians and south of New York City as strong storm systems moved up the Atlantic Coast. Less than 25 mm (1.00”) of rain were reported west of the Appalachian Mountains. 





SOUTH AMERICA


East-Central  





Little or no rain was reported in southern Uruguay and northern Buenos Aires 


Province of northeastern Argentina. 





Central  





During the third week temperatures averaged 2°C to 6°C (4°F-12°F) above nprmal across South America from central Argentina northward to southern portions of Bolivia and Brazil. 





EUROPE AND ASIA 





Near-normal temperatures prevailed across most of central and eastern Europe, 


but weekly departures of 2°C to 6°C (4°F-12°F) above normal covered Norway and Sweden. Farther east, temperatures were 3°C to 8°C (6°F-16°F) above normal across much of Kazakhstan while near-normal temperatures returned to southern Siberia. Highs of 40°C to 46°C (104°F-115°F) dominated the region between the Caspian Sea and Lake Balkhash





EUROPE 





Heavy rain of 25 and 100 mm (1.00”-2.00”) of rain fell on much of Europe from England southeastward to the Black Sea. Heavier rains of 100 to 200 mm (4.00”-8.00”) fell across  central Europe from Switzerland eastward to Slovakia and parts of Bulgaria and southern European Russia. Many areas endured flooding as a result of the unusually heavy precipitation. 





Southern and Eastern  





Moderate to heavy precipitation of 50 to 200 mm (2.00”-8.00”) soaked much of eastern Switzerland, Austria, Czech Republic, Slovakia, and Slovenia while lesser amounts of 10 to 50 mm (.40”-2.00”) were reported elsewhere. The additional rainfall aggravated flooding along some of the major rivers in eastern Europe, with significant problems occurring downstream of the heavy precipitation. 





AFRICA


Western Sahel 





Rainfall of 25 to 50 mm (1.00”-2.00”), with locally higher amounts to 100 mm (4.00”), fell on Gambia and southern Senegal, but little or no rain was reported further north. 


 


Rainfall of 50 to 100 mm (2.00”-4.00”) fell on southern Mali, but Senegal received less than 25 mm (1.00”) during the second week. Temperatures averaged 2°C to 4°C (4°F-8°F) above normal along with highs of 34°C to 42°C (93°F-108°F) exacerbated the abnormally dry conditions.





MIDDLE EAST


Pakistan and western India 





Pakistan and extreme northwestern India received little or no rain, with totals 


increasing to the south and east. 





ASIA


Korean Peninsula and Northern Japan 





Heavy rainfall of 100 to 500 mm (4.00”-20.00”) fell across South Korea while 50 to 100 mm (2.00”-4.00”) of rain fell on North Korea. Moderate to heavy rains of 50 to 100 mm (2.00”-4.00”) fell across northern Japan. 





Central and Southern Japan 





During the first week temperatures averaged 2°C to 4°C (4°F-8°F) above normal across much of the archipelago, and lows generally above 20°C (68°F) across the country. 





Southeastern China 





Heavy rainfall of 100 to 500 mm (4.00”-20.00”) fell across Guangdong, Fujian, and Zhejiang while amounts of 50 to 100 mm (2.00”-4.00”) covered the northern fringes of the region. 





Central and Eastern Asia





Temperatures averaged 6°C to 9°C (12°F-18°F) above normal across western and central Mongolia and adjacent parts of northwestern China and southern Siberia. 





West-Central  





Temperatures were 2°C to 5°C (4°F-10°f) below normal across western Kazakhstan and much of adjacent Asian Russia, but lows remained above the freezing mark. The mercury failed to reach 30°C (86°F) across the region. 





Korean Peninsula 





Typhoon Rusa brought strong winds and heavy rains of up to 500 mm (20.00”) to South Korea during the last week. The storm claimed many lives and caused considerable damage. 





AUSTRALIA


Eastern  





Little or no rain fell on eastern Australia during the first week. Although a few stations recorded 100 to 200 mm (4.00”-8.00”) of rain
