GLOBAL WEATHER HIGHLIGHTS
 
JULY 2002
 
NORTH AMERICA
Alaska 
 
Temperatures averaged 3°C to 7°C (6(F-14(F) below normal dominated northern and central Alaska during the first week. Temperatures failed to reach 20°C (68(F) throughout the region. Lows generally ranged from 1°C to 9°C (34(F-48(F), but dropped below freezing at Barrow. 
 
United States and Canada 
 
Temperatures averaged 4°C to 8°C (8(F-16(F) above normal across eastern Canada during the first week while weekly departures ranged from 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F) above normal from central Nevada eastward to the Middle Atlantic States and New England. 
 
Temperatures averaging 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F) above normal continued the second week, with locally higher weekly departures approaching 8°C (16(F) dominated the western and north-central United States and south-central Canada.
 
UNITED STATES
Eastern  
 
Little or no rain fell on much of the region, except for 10 to 100 mm (.40”-4.00”) from a few scattered showers and thundershowers in the Southeast.  
 
Central 
 
Isolated showers brought 10 to 50 mm (.40”-2.00”) of rain at a few locations, but most of the central Plains from the Rockies to the Missouri River received little or no precipitation. 
 
SOUTHERN PLAINS
Texas 
 
Torrential downpours deluged central Texas with 100 to 1000 mm (4.00”-40.00”) of rain. Significant flooding affected several counties of central Texas. 
 
SOUTH AMERICA
Southern  
 
Temperatures departures of 2°C to 5°C (4(F-10(F) below normal dominated the northern and central portions of Chile and Argentina, with subfreezing lows pushing as far north as extreme northern Argentina. 
 
Bolivia and Peru 
 
Temperatures were as much as 3°C (6(F) below normal in southern Peru and adjacent parts of Bolivia, with subfreezing lows and heavy snow reported in the area. The cold weather caused many deaths in southern Peru. 
 
EUROPE
British Isles 
 
Precipitation amounts of 10mm to 50 mm (.40”-2.00”) fell on Ireland, Northern Ireland, and Scotland during the past week. 
 
AFRICA
Western Sahel 
 
Scattered thunderstorms dropped 50mm to 200 mm (2.00”-8.00”) of rain at some locations while other areas received only 10 to 50 mm (.40”-2.00”). Dry conditions were aggravated by temperatures averaging 2°C to 4°C (4(F-8(F) above normal, with highs ranging from 35°C to 45°C (95(F-113(F. 
 
ASIA
Southeastern China 
 
Monsoon thunderstorms dumped 100 to 500 mm (4.00”-20.00”) of rain from eastern Guangxi northeastward to Shanghai. 
 
Japan 
 
Torrential rains of 100 to 500 mm (4.00”-20.00”) inundated much of southern and central Japan from the Ryukyus northward to northern Honshu. Typhoon Chata'an generated peak winds of 240 kph (149 mph), with gusts approaching 300 kph (186 mph) early in the week while Tropical Storm Narki packed sustained winds of 75 kph (47 mph) and gusts of 93 kph (85 mph). 
 
INDIA
 
A few coastal locations received more than 100 mm (4.00”) of rain, much of central and northwestern India received less than 25 mm (1.00”) of precipitation. 
 
AUSTRALIA
Northeastern  
 
Temperatures were 2°C to 5°C (4(F-10(F) below normal during the first week. The mercury failed to reach 30°C (86(F) at most locations. 
 
East Coast  
 
Little or no rain fell on the eastern portions of Queensland and New South Wales 
for the fourth consecutive week.
