July 2005:The pattern in July featured a trough along the West coast, a ridge in Plains and the East.  

The temperature in July averaged 77.4(F and ranked as 14th coldest such month on record and the coldest since 1990. The month was the 3rd consecutive such month with below normal temperatures. Only eight days averaged near or below normal. Temperature extremes included 98(F on the 27th and 61(F on the 8th. There were 8 days with maximums above 90(F. There were 15 days with maximums above 85(F and 6 days with maximums of 80(F and lower.  

Precipitation in July totaled only 2.57 inches and was only 63 percent of normal.  The month ranked as the 11th driest such month on record and was the driest since 1990.  The month was also the 4th consecutive month of below normal precipitation. The period June-July 5.46 inches of precipitation was record which ranked as the 6th such driest period,  the driest since 1977. There were 8 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 1.26 inches on the 8th.
