GLOBAL WEATHER HIGHLIGHTS
 
JUNE 2002
 
CANADA
Northwestern Canada 
 
Temperatures averaged 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F) dominated northwestern Canada, with lows reaching -3°C (27(F) at some locations. The mercury failed to reach 10°C (50(F) at some northern locations and remained below 20°C (68(F) across most of the region.
 
UNITED STATES
Northeastern  
 
Moderate to heavy showers and thunderstorms dropped 25 to 100 mm (1.00”-4.00”) of rain to much of the Midwest and Northeast from northwestern Illinois eastward to southern New England. 
 
Upper Mississippi Valley 
 
Scattered showers and thundershowers dumped 100 to 200 mm (4.00”-8.00”) of rain on parts of Minnesota and Wisconsin. The heavy rains triggered significant flooding in some areas.
 
South-Central 
 
Temperatures were generally 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F) above normal across the southern and central High Plains and Rockies. The mercury soared into the forties (°C) in eastern New Mexico, otherwise readings were generally in the thirties (°C). The high temperatures exacerbated wildfire conditions in Colorado and New Mexico. 
 
Florida and Coastal Georgia 
 
Up to 300 mm (12.00”) of rain fell across parts of Florida and coastal Georgia and torrential downpours dominated the region. 
 
SOUTH AMERICA
Chile 
 
Rainfall of 25 to 100 mm (1.00”-4.00”) of rain fell across much of central Chile, with locally heavier amounts exceeding 200 mm (8.00”). The unusually heavy rains caused serious flooding.
 
East-Central  
 
Rainfall of 100 to 200 mm (4.00”-8.00”) fell across northeastern Uruguay and adjacent parts of southern Brazil while moderate to heavy precipitation of 25 to 100 mm (1.00”-4.00”) fell on the remainder of east-central South America. 
 
Southern  
 
Cold air, characterized by weekly temperatures averaging 2°C to 5°C (4(F-10(F) below normal during the second week, invaded most of Chile and Argentina, resulting in subfreezing lows across the two countries and readings approaching -11°C (12(F) in west-central Argentina. The mercury failed to reach 20°C (68(F) across the area. 
 
Southern Brazil 
 
Temperatures averaged from 2°C to 5°C (4(F-10(F) across eastern Mato Grosso do Sul and the western portions of Parana and Sao Paulo. Highs generally ranged from 24°C to 35°C (75(F-95(F), and the mercury remained above the freezing mark throughout the week.
 
CARIBBEAN
Western  
 
Heavy rainfall of 100 to 200 mm (4.00”-8.00”), with isolated higher amounts, fell across the Bahamas, southern Florida, and western Cuba during the second week. The remainder of the area received 25 to 100 mm (1.00”-2.00”) of rain.  
 
EUROPE 
Northern and Central Scandinavia 
 
Temperatures averaged 6°C to 9°C (12(F-18(F) above normal across most of Norway while departures of 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F) prevailed across the remainder of Scandinavia and northern Scotland. Highs ranged from 15°C to 30°C (59(F-86(F) across the region.
 
AFRICA
Western Sahel 
 
Temperatures averaged 2°C to 3°C (4(F-6(F) above normal across the western Sahel, with the mercury reaching 38°C to 47°C (100(F-117(F). 
 
RUSSIA 
Western  
 
Temperatures averaged 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F) below normal across western Russia and northwestern Kazakhstan. Highs were generally in the twenties (°C) except across the northeastern portions, where the mercury remained below 20°C (68(F). 
 
ASIA 
Eastern Europe and Western Asia 
 
Little or no precipitation fell on most of central and northern Belarus, Kazakhstan, and western Russia while 10 to 50 mm (.40”-2.00”) fell on the Ukraine and southern Belarus. 
 
Korea, Japan, and Northeastern China 
 
Precipitation amounts of 10 to 25 mm (.40”-1.00”) of rain fell on Shanxi, Hebei, and adjacent parts of Nei Mongol in northeastern China, but little or no rain was reported elsewhere. 
 
Southern Japan 
 
Torrential rainfall of up to 200 mm (8.00”) brought an end to unusually dry conditions across southern Japan. Precipitation totals decreased rapidly to the north.
 
AUSTRALIA
Northern  
 
Unusually cool air, caused temperatures to average 2°C to 4°C (4(F-8(F below normal across the northern portions of Queensland and Northern Territory.
