March 2002:The pattern during March featured a trough in the West and a ridge in the East much of the time. However, after the mid-month period the long wave pattern began to shift to a ridge in the West and a trough in the East. March 2002 averaged 44.7°F and tied with March 1983 as the 5th warmest such month on record since 1977. March was also the 6th consecutive month of above normal temperatures. Only 10 days averaged below normal. Temperature extremes included 75°F on the 30th and 17°F on the 5th. There were 22 days with maximums of 45°F or above and 19 days with maximums of 50°F or above and 12 days with maximums of 60°F or above and 3 days with maximums of 70°F or above. There were not any days with maximums of 32°F or lower. There were 11 days with minimums of 32°F or lower. 

Precipitation in March totaled 4.41 inches and was 99 percent of normal. March 2002 ranked as the 13th driest such month on record since 1977 and the driest since 1999. The month was also the 6th consecutive such month of below normal precipitation. The most precipitation received in a 24 hours period was 1.33 inches on the 2nd-3rd. Snowfall was also below normal with only a trace recorded. March 2002 tied with March 1979,86,95, and 2000 as the least snowiest such month on record since 1976-77. The month was also the 5th consecutive month of below normal snowfall. The most received in a 24-hour period was a trace on 25th. There were 10 clear days and 7 overcast days.
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
