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1st-8th…Rain and occasional thunderstorms streamed across the Gulf Coast states Monday. Showers and thunderstorms developed over Texas during the morning and spread into Louisiana as an upper-level weather system interacted with moist air flowing inland from the Gulf of Mexico. Hail the diameter of dimes fell in parts of southeastern Texas, and more than an inch of rain fell around San Antonio. Heavy rain also was reported around Lufkin and Houston.

A mix of rain and snow swept across the Northeast on Wednesday, and scattered snow showers hit the mountains in the West. Snow blanketed southeastern Michigan with some places receiving more than 8 inches in 12 hours. In the West, snow showers hit the Rockies as well as the mountains in the Pacific Northwest. Moderate snow also was reported in parts of Idaho, Montana, Colorado and Wyoming.      

A blustery storm dumped heavy snow on the northern Rockies early Friday, while lighter amounts spread across the Dakotas and into Minnesota. Light snow also fell over the Great Lakes. As much as 2 feet of snow fell along the Rocky Mountain Front in northern Montana and another foot was possible by Saturday. Snow also fell in the Northern Cascades, with rain and sleet reported in lower elevations of Oregon, Washington and Idaho. In the South, thunderstorms and rain stretched from northern Florida into North Carolina. More than an inch of rain fell in Tallahassee, Fl, and Savannah, GA.       

16th-22nd…A mix of blustery weather struck the Plains and West on Monday, bringing a tornado touchdown, hail and heavy snow in Colorado and Wyoming. Wet weather spread across the southeastern United States as well, with rain reported from the Gulf Coast of Florida into North Carolina. Colorado reported the most varied weather mix, with heavy snow in the mountains, hail in a Denver suburb, and a tornado that touched down  briefly in the eastern Plains of the state. No damage was reported from the twister. A storm that dumped snow on Wyoming's central mountains and closed several highways. Moisture from the Gulf of Mexico brought rain throughout the Gulf states and northward, with heavy showers in Georgia and northern Florida.

A blizzard paralyzed southeastern Wyoming on Tuesday, shutting down state government and hundreds of miles of highway with low visibility and snowdrifts up to 5 feet high. Drifts more than twice that high were reported in the Colorado mountains, and United Airlines canceled all of its flights at Denver International Airport. The storm shut down a 150-mile stretch of Interstate 80 and a 70-mile stretch of Interstate 25, as well as a 130-mile section of Interstate 90 in northeast Wyoming. Avalanche warnings were issued for Colorado mountain areas where up to 29 inches of snow fell and Loveland Pass was closed by an avalanche. About 200 truckers were stuck at the Sapp Bros. truck stop along I-80 in Cheyenne. The truck stop's motel was full of drivers and others spent the night in their trucks or the restaurant, said manager Glenn Wallace.

Parts of Colorado and Wyoming were paralyzed for a second day Wednesday by a snowstorm that left as much as 6 feet of snow in the mountains. It was the worst blizzard in at least two decades for Denver, where the main airport was shut down. Snow also fell in parts of Montana, Utah and New Mexico. In the Southeast, a line of strong to severe thunderstorms stretched from central Kentucky through Tennessee and the northern Gulf states, producing funnel clouds in Tennessee and Alabama and hail or rain in many areas. 

Tornadoes killed six people and injured about 200 Thursday in rural southwestern Georgia, destroying dozens of homes, overturning farm equipment and ripping out trees like grass. A 22-mile-long gash was left to the southwest in Mitchell County, about a mile south of the town where a twister claimed 11 lives barely three years ago. Four people were killed in Mitchell County - two boys, ages 8 and 8 months; a 40-year-old woman; and an older man, said Jennifer Collins, a 

spokeswoman for the Georgia Emergency Management Agency. Authorities said they did not come from the same household. A man and his mother were killed in Worth County when a tornado hit their trailer near Bridgeboro, said Tompkins, who declined to release names. The tornadoes came as a storm system swept through the South, bringing flooding to Georgia and the Carolinas. A man in Tennessee was killed Wednesday when his mobile home was leveled by a storm that also toppled trees and power lines. The tornadoes in Georgia injured about 200 people and destroyed an estimated 50 to 75 homes. All but three of the injuries and three of the destroyed homes were in Mitchell County, where a Valentine's Day 2000 tornado in the county seat of Camilla killed 11 people. Up to 4 inches of rain fell in parts of the state overnight Wednesday.          

23rd-31st…Wet weather spread across the western half of the nation Thursday, bringing snow to Wyoming and Nebraska and rain through the southeastern Great Lakes. A separate weather system swept across Florida, with severe rainstorms and periodic hail. A low pressure system covered much of the Midwest. In northern Nebraska, an intense wintry storm dumped 4 to 6 inches of snow in a matter of hours. Snowstorms also struck Wyoming, closing two interstates. More than two feet of snow fell in some areas, including 27 inches at the Jackson Hole ski resort. Strong winds were reported in the southwest, with gusts over 30 mph common over southern California, Arizona, New Mexico and Texas. In southern California, the dry winds toppled trees and fanned a small brush fire near Los Angeles. There were scattered showers and thunderstorms in Florida and southern Georgia, with dime-sized hail reported in some areas.

An area of low pressure moving out to sea spread light snow over Maine and parts of New Hampshire, eastern Massachusetts and Rhode Island on Monday. On Sunday, that weather system spread up to a foot of snow in western North Carolina and southwestern Virginia, with 16.5 inches in the mountains of eastern West Virginia.
