November 2003: The pattern in November fluctuated with a trough in the West and a ridge across the Southeast.   

The temperature in November averaged 49.5°F and tied with November 1999 as the 4th warmest such month on record.  Twenty-one days averaged above normal.  Temperature extremes included 80(F on the 3rd and 26°F on the 10th. There were 24 days with maximums of 50 and higher and 11 days with maximums of 60(F and above.  There were 3 days with minimums of 32(F and lower. 

Precipitation in November totaled 3.71 inches and tied with 1980 as the 5th driest such month on record.  The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 2.03 inches on the 19th and 20th. There were 11 days with measurable precipitation. There were 13 clear days and 7 overcast days.
