GLOBAL WEATHER HIGHLIGHTS

SEPTEMBER 2002

CANADA

Southwestern Saskatchewan 

Rainfall amounts of 25 to 50 mm (1.00”-2.00”) fell across southwestern Saskatchewan during the first week. 

UNITED STATES

Texas and New Mexico 

Temperatures were 2°C to 5°C (4(F-10(F) above normal in eastern New Mexico and western Texas, with highs soaring above 30°C (86(F) throughout the region during the first week. 

Moderate to heavy rainfall of 50 to 150 mm (2.00”-6.00”) fell across central and southeastern Texas as the remnants of Tropical Storm Fay trekked across Texas. 

Eastern  

Less than 25 mm (1.00”) of rain fell on the eastern United States during the 

First week. 

Rainfall amounts of 100 to 500 mm (4.00”-20.00”) inundated the lower Mississippi Valley and southern Appalachians. Moderate to heavy rains of 50 to 200 mm (2.00”-8.00”)fell across the Ohio Valley and Appalachians as the remnants of Hurricane Isidore moved northeastward. 

ICELAND 

Temperatures averaged 2°C to 4°C (4(F-8(F) above normal covered Iceland. The mercury remained above freezing and below 20°C (68(F)during the last week. 

EUROPE

Northern and Eastern  

Temperatures averaged 2°C to 5°C (4(F-10(f) above normal dominated Europe from Austria and Hungary northward to northern Scandinavia and from Germany eastward to western European Russia during the first week. 

Finland 

Temperatures averaged 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F) below normal during the last week as cold air dominated southern Finland. Lows of 4°C to -10°C (39(F-14(F) prevailed across the region. 

SOUTH AMERICA

East-Central  

Rainfall amounts of 100 to 200 mm (4.00”-8.00”) drenched central and northern Uruguay and adjacent parts of southern Brazil while 50 to 100 mm (2.00”-4.00”)fell elsewhere. 

Eastern Argentina 

Temperatures averaged 2°C to 4°C (4(F-8(F) below normal as cold air pushed northward through Argentina. Highs failed to reach 20°C (68(F) across much of the area while subfreezing lows dominated most of eastern Argentina. 

AFRICA

Weekly temperature averaged 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F), below normal with the largest departures reported in Botswana and Namibia. The mercury dropped below 10°C (50(F) across most of the region, with scattered subfreezing lows in South Africa. 

RUSSIA

Central Siberia 

Precipitation totaled 25 to 100 mm (1.00”-4.00”) during the second week. 

Southwestern Siberia 

Temperatures averaged 2°C to 4°C 94(F-8(F) above normal across southwestern portion of Siberia, with highs generally ranging from 25°C to 35°C (77(F-96(F). 

ASIA

China 

Light precipitation of less than 25 mm (1.00”) was observed across most of 

central and northeastern China during the first week. 

Central  

Temperatures averaged 2°C to 5°C (4(F-10(F) above normal during the first week. 

Southeastern  

Late in the first week, Typhoon Sinlaku, packing winds of 176 kph (109 mph), with gusts to 213 kph (132 mph), slammed into southeastern China. Preliminary data indicate that as much as 40 mm (1.60”) of rain fell on interior portions of southeastern China in 24 hours, but the storm rapidly weakened as it progressed inward. 

South-Central  

Scattered light to moderate rainfall of 25 to 100 mm (1.00”-4.00”) fell on Sichuan and the adjacent parts of neighboring provinces during the third week. 

Southeastern  

Moderate to heavy thunderstorms dumped 50 to 200 mm (2.00”-8.00”) of rain on Thailand and Vietnam with locally heavier amounts of 200 to 500 mm (8.00”-20.00”) at many scattered locations. 

AUSTRALIA

Southeastern  

Scattered showers brought 10 to 25 mm (.40”-1.00”) of rain to parts of Victoria, but most of the region received little or no rain.
