September 2002:September 2002 averaged 69.7°F and ranked as the 5th warmest such month on record since 1977 and the warmest since 1988. Twenty-six days averaged above normal and only 4 days averaged below normal. Temperature extremes included 92°F on the 9thand 52°F on the 29th. There were 12 days with maximums of 80°F or above. There was only one day with maximums of 90(F or above. There were 3 days with maximums of 70(F or lower. 

Precipitation in September continued to be highly variable. At the beginning of the month only 1.26 inches fell. By mib month another .67 of an inch fell. The last week on the month 2.22 inches fell when a frontal boundary combined with the remnants of Isidor moves across the area. Then only a trace fell from the 3rd through the 15th. Rainfall totaled 4.15 inches (110%) in September and ranked as the 9th wettest such month on record since 1977 and the wettest since 1998. The month was also the 2nd consecutive month of above normal rainfall and the 5th consecutive such month of above normal rainfall. The most precipitation received in a 24-hour period was 2.14 inches during the 26th-27th. There were 21 clear days and only 6 overcast days. There were only 2 thunder storm days the least since 1999.
