Apring 2002:March tied with March 1983 as the 5th warmest such month on record since 1977 and the 6th consecutive month of above normal temperatures. In April, temperatures averaged 3.9 above normal and ranked as the warmest such month on record and the 7th consecutive month of above normal temperatures. Temperature extremes ranged widely from 100°F on the 17th and 27°F on the 7th. The 100°F reading was the highest and earliest 100 degree reading ever recorded. There were 5 days with maximums of 80°F or above and 4 days with maximums of 90°F or higher. The month of May ranged as the 5th coldest such month on record and the coldest since 1983. The highest temperature recorded was 87°F which was lower than that observed in April. There were no days with maximums above 90°F in May and there was the first time this occurred since 1997. The season overall tied with spring 2002 as the 6th warmest such season on record. Temperature extremes included 100°F on Apr. 17th and 17°F on Mar. 5th. There were 33 days with maximums above 70°F, 100 days with maximums of 80°F or above, 4 days with maximums of 90°F or above. There was 30 days with maximums below 60°F.

Precipitation in March totaled 4.41 inches (or 99 percent of normal) and ranked as the 13th driest such month on record and the driest since 1999. The month was the 6th consecutive month of below normal precipitation. Snowfall also was below normal with only a trace which ranked the month as the 5th least snowiest such month on record since 1976-77. In April, rainfall totaled 4.35 inches (or 113 percent of normal). The month ranked as the 9th wettest such month on record and the wettest since 1986. April was the first month of above normal precipitation since September 2001. Snowfall continued below normal during the month with only a trace. April ranked as the lest snowiest such month on record and the least since 1986. Rainfall in May totaled 4.54 inches (or 103 percent of normal) and ranked as the 11th such month on record and the wettest since 2000. may was the second consecutive month of above normal rainfall. Precipitation for the season totaled 13.30 inches (or 105 percent or normal). The season ranked as the 10th wettest such season on record and the wettest since 1993. The period April through May, precipitation totaled 8.89 inches and ranked as the 7th wettest such period on record and the wettest since 1978. The most received in a 24 hour period was 2.10 inches on Apr. 28th. There were 41 clear days and only 16 overcast days.
