Spring: The pattern in March featured a trough in the West and a ridge in the East. Temperatures averaged as much as 20(F above normal. March temperature ranked as the 1trg warmest in record since 1977 and the warmest since 1988. The month also was the 3rd consecutive month of above normal temperatures. In April, temperatures averaged 1.7(F above normal and ranked as the 8th warmest such month on record and the warmest since 2004. The month also was the 4th consecutive month and the 3rd consecutive much month of above normal temperatures. In May, temperatures averaged 1.7(F above normal.  The month tied with May 1999 as the 10th warmest such month on record. The month was also the 5th consecutive month of above normal temperatures. The season averaged 53.2(F and tied with spring 1993 and 1995 as the 12th coldest such season on record. 
Precipitation in March totaled .73 of an inch and raked as the driest such season on record. The month was also the 2nd consecutive such month of below normal temperatures. In April, precipitation totaled 3.34 inches and ranked as the 11th driest such month on record.  The month was the driest since 1994.  The month was also the 3rd consecutive month of below normal precipitation. Precipitation in May totaled 4.45  inches and ranked as the 13th driest month on record and the was the driest since 1999. The period April-May ranked as the 15th driest period on record and was the driest since 1993. Snowfall in March ranked as the 4th least snowiest such month on record with only 1.3 inches.  The month was the least snowiest since 1982. The season as a whole ranked as the 4th driest season on record and the driest since 1992. The season was the 2nd consecutive driest such season on record.
