Summer 2002:June ranked as the 10th coldest such month on record since 1977. July ranked as the 6th warmest on record. Twenty-two days averaged above normal. August 2002 tied with August 1991 as the 6th warmest such month on record. Twenty-three days averaged above normal. The season as a whole ranked as the 8th warmest such season on record averaging 75.9 F. The season was the warmest since 1980. Temperature extremes included 98 F on August 13th and 53 F on June 9th. There were 31 days with maximums of 90°F or above.

Precipitation in in June totaled 4.60 inches (or 133 percent of normal) and ranked as the 4th wettest such month on record since 1977. June was also the third consecutive month of above normal rainfall. In July rainfall measured 1.74 inches or only 42 percent of normal. July was the second consecutive such mopnth of below normal rainfall. In August, rainfall totaled 5.49 inches or 152 percent of normal. The month ranked as the 5th wettest such month on record and the wettest since 1983. The period June-July 6.34 inches of rain fell and ranked as the 10th driest such period on record and the driest since 1990. The period July-August a total of 7.23 inches of rain fell and ranked as the 12 driest such season on record and the driest since 1995. Ironically, the season ranked as the 11th westtest such season on record with 11.83 inches. The season was the wettest since 1996. The most received in a 24 hour period was 2.63 inches on June 6th-7th. There were 64 clear days and only 8 overcast days.
