Summer Temperatures in June averaged 73.8(F and tied with June 1987 as the 6th warmest such month on record. In July, the temperature averaged 77.4(F and ranked as the 14th coldest such month on record. The month was also the 3rd consecutive such month of below normal temperatures. In August, the temperature averaged 78.9(F and ranked as the warmest such month on record, the warmest since 1980. The season averaged 76.7(F and tied with the summer of 1984 as the 3rd warmest such season on record.   

Precipitation in June totaled only 2.89 and ranked as the 12th driest such month on record and the driest since 1983. The month was also the second consecutive such month of below normal precipitation. In July, precipitation totaled only 2.57 inches and ranked as the 11th driest such month on record.  The month was also the 4th consecutive month of below normal precipitation.  The period June-July, only 5.46 inches of precipitation was record and ranked as the 6th driest such period, the driest since 1977. In August, precipitation totaled only 1.43 inches only 40 percent of normal.  The month ranked as the 4th driest such month on record and the driest since 1980. The month was also the 2nd consecutive such month of below normal precipitation and the 5th consecutive month with below normal precipitation. The period July-August, 4.00 inches was recorded and ranked as the 4th driest such period on record.  The driest period since 2001.The season’s precipitation totaled 6.89 inches and ranked as the 3rd driest such season on record and the driest since 1988.
