Winter The season featured a variety of weather with record warmth, cold, rainfall and snowfall. Temperatures in December averaged 37.6(F and ranked as the 10th warmest such month on record since 1977. In January, temperatures averaged 30.7(F and ranked as the 15th warmest such month on record. During the first 14 days of the month, temperatures averaged as much as 20 degrees below normal and features record warmth.  The remaining days, temperatures averaged as much as 15 degrees below normal with record cold.  In February, temperatures averaged 36.3 and ranked as the 7th warmest such on record.  February was similar to January with the first 17 days averaging as much as 20 degrees above normal with the remaining days averaging below normal. The season averaged 34.9(F and ranked as the 10th warmest such season on record and the warmest since 1978-80 season. The season was the 2nd consecutive such season with above normal temperatures.  

Precipitation in December was below normal with only 86 percent of normal.  The month ranked as the 12th driest such month on record. In January, precipitation was also below normal only 96 percent.  The month ranked as the 17th driest such month on record. In February, precipitation was above normal with 2.90 inches, 104 percent. The month ranked as the 16th driest such month on record. The period January-February, a total of 6.76 inches of precipitation was recorded and ranked as the 15th driest such month on record and the driest since 1995. The season’s precipitation totaled 9.77 inches and ranked as the 14th driest such season on record and the driest since 1985-86 season. Even though temperatures averaged above normal, snowfall was above normal with 26.0 inches.  The season ranked as the 11th snowiest such season on record and the snowiest since the 1982-83 season.  The season was also the 3rd consecutive such season with above normal snowfall. The month of February received the most snow with 13.9 inches (+5.0 inches) and ranked as the 9th snowiest such month on record.
