Winter: The pattern in December featured a negative NAO and a positive much of the time.  Temperatures averaged as much as 16(F below normal. By the end of the month there was a pattern reversal with a trough in the West and a ridge in the East.  This caused temperatures to average as much as 16(F above normal.  This set the pattern through the remainder of the season with huge temperature swings. December ranked as the 9th coldest such month on record since 1977. In January, there was a negative NAP and PNA.  Temperatures varied widely with short-lived cold air masses.  Overall, temperatures averaged above normal.  The temperature in January ranked as the 3rd warmest such month on record.  Only 4 days averaged near or below normal. In February, temperatures continued to vary.  Cold air covered the area but did not stay too long.  The month ranked as the 12th warmest such month on record and was the 3rd consecutive such month with above normal temperatures. The season averaged 36.4(F and ranged as 7th warmest such season on record and the warmest since 1998-99 season.  
Precipitation in December totaled 4.11 inches and ranked as the 11th wettest such month on record. In January, precipitation totaled 4.75 inches and ranked as the 8th wettest such month on record.  The period December-January, a total of 8.86 inches of precipitation was recorded and ranked as the 9th wettest such period on record. February was the driest month with 2.18 inches.  The month ranked as the 10th driest such month on record.  The month ranked as the 6th consecutive such month of below normal precipitation.  The period January-February, 6.93 inches of precipitation was recorded and ranked as the 16th driest such period on record. The period was also the 2nd consecutive such period of below normal precipitation. The winter season ranked as the 12th wettest such season on record with 11.04 inches. Snowfall for the season was above normal with 31.4 inches.  The season ranked as the 9th snowiest such season on record, the most since the 2000-01 season.  The month of February was the snowiest with 18.2 inches.  The month tied with February 1996 as the 7th snowiest such month. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 18.0 inches during February 11th-12th.
