GLOBAL WEATHER HIGHLIGHTS
 
FEBRUARY 2002
 
UNITED STATES
Western  
 
Temperatures averaged 6°C to 9°C (12(F-18(F) below normal across northwestern Utah and northeastern Nevada during the first week, while weekly departures of 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F) covered the remainder of the West from southern Oregon and southwestern Idaho southward to the Mexican border. 
 
Midwest 
 
Little or no precipitation fell on the region, with all but the southern and eastern fringes reporting scanty amounts for the 10th consecutive week. Less than 150 mm (6.00”) of precipitation has accumulated across the region since mid-November. 
 
Middle Atlantic States 
 
Less than 25 mm (1.00”) of precipitation were measured along the Atlantic Seaboard, except for totals of 25 to 50 mm (1.00”-2.00”) in the lower mid-Atlantic. 
 
CANADA
Eastern  
 
Weekly temperature departures ranged from 2°C to 7°C (4(F-14(F) across eastern Quebec, Labrador, and the Canadian Maritimes. Lows ranged from -20°C to -50°C (-4(F- -58(F) across Quebec and Labrador, but were generally between -10°C and -20°C (14(F- -4(F) in the Maritimes. 
EUROPE 
 
Significant weekly temperature departures ranged from 2°C (4(F) above normal in Ireland, Great Britain, Spain, and Portugal to 9°C (18(F) across eastern Europe. The mercury climbed above the freezing mark across most of Europe and exceeded 20°C (68(F) at many locations on the Iberian Peninsula. 
 
WESTERN AND CENTRAL EUROPE 
 
Precipitation amounts of 50 to 100 mm (2.00”-4.00”) of precipitation soaked Northern Ireland, Scotland, northwestern England, the Benelux Countries, and eastern France while 25 to 50 mm (1.00”-2.00”) fell on the remainder of the area. 
 
EUROPE AND WESTERN ASIA 
 
Weekly departures during the second week of 6°C to 12°C (12(F-24(F) above normal dominated Europe and western Asia from central Germany eastward to eastern Kazakhstan while temperatures were 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F) above normal elsewhere. Highs exceeded the freezing mark throughout Europe and western Asia, with the mercury soaring above 20°C (68(F) as far north as southern France and northern Bulgaria. 
 
ASIA AND EASTERN EUROPE 
 
Temperatures averaged 6°C to 15°C (12(F-30(F) above normal from the Ukraine eastward across central Asia to east-central Siberia and north-central China while readings were 2°C to 6°C (4(F-12(F) above normal elsewhere. The mercury pushed above the freezing mark across eastern Europe and much of central Asia, but stayed below freezing in north-central Kazakhstan, northern Mongolia, and central Siberia. Highs were in the thirties (°C) across India and the Indochinese Peninsula while readings in the twenties (°C) dominated southern China and the remainder of southern Asia. 
 
TURKEY AND SOUTHEASTERN EUROPE 
 
Less than 25 mm (1.00”) of precipitation was reported across southeastern Europe and most of Turkey, with the exception of southeastern Turkey, where 25 to 50 mm (1.00”-2.00”) fell. 
 
AFRICA
Northwestern  
 
Little or no rain fell on Morocco and northwestern Algeria during the first week. 
 
Southeastern  
 
Scattered showers brought 25 to 50 mm (1.00”-2.00”) in parts of Zimbabwe and northeastern South Africa, but many locations received less than 25 mm (1.00”) of rain. 
ASIA
Central  
 
Weekly temperature departures ranged from 2°C (4(F) above normal in southwestern Siberia to 9°C (18(F) above normal in central Kazakhstan. Lows were generally below -20°C (-4(F), but weekly highs ranged from -1°C to -10°C (30(F-14(F) throughout Kazakhstan and southwestern Siberia.
South-Central 
 
Temperatures averaged 2°C to 4°C (4(F-8(F) below normal in northwestern India, Pakistan, and adjacent parts of China, with the largest negative departures reported across the northern portion of the region. Lows ranged from freezing to -20°C in (-4(F) extreme western China, but the mercury remained above freezing elsewhere. Highs were generally in the twenties (°C) in Pakistan and northwestern India, but the mercury failed to reach 20°C (68(F) in adjacent parts of China. 
 
JAPAN 
 
Little or no precipitation was reported across most of Honshu, but 25 to 50 mm (1.00”-2.00”) fell on the southern coast of Honshu while scattered showers delivered 25 to 100 mm (1.00”-4.00”) along the western coast.  
 
ASTRALIA
New South Wales: 
 
Rainfall of 100 and 500 mm (4.00”-20.00”) drenched the immediate coast of New South Wales while 50 to 100 mm (2.00”-4.00”) fell on interior regions between the Great Dividing Range and the coast.
 
Southwestern  
 
Temperatures averaged between 3°C to 6°C (6(F-12(F) below normal across most of Western Australia and the western sections of South Australia, with departures reaching -7°C (19(F) in east-central Western Australia and north-central South Australia. Lows generally dropped below 20°C (68(F) while highs were in the thirties (°C) across the northern half of the region and in the twenties (°C) to the south. 
 
Southern Indonesia and Northwestern Australia 
 
Rainfall of 100 and 500 mm (4.00”-20.00”) of rain caused significant flooding in parts of Indonesia, according to press reports. Meanwhile, Tropical Cyclone Chris brought 100 to 500 mm (4.00”-20.00”) of rain to the coast of northwestern Australia and 50 to 200 mm (2.00”-8.00”) to inland locations of Western Australia.
