October 2005:The pattern in October featured a positive NAO the first half of the month followed by a negative phase in the last half. The PNA fluctuated with a positive phase much of the first half, then negative during mid-month then positive. The pattern featured a trough in the West and a ridge in the east during the first half of the month.  Then the pattern shifted with a ridge in the West and a trough in the East by mid-month.   

Temperatures in October varied widely from far above normal during much of the first half of the month followed by below normal temperatures there after. The temperature averaged 57.3(F and ranked as the 8th warmest such month on record since 1977 and the 2nd consecutive such month of above normal temperatures. The month was also the 3rd consecutive month with above normal temperatures.  There were 19 days with above normal temperatures. Only 2 days averaged normal. Temperature extremes included 81(F on the 2nd and 39(F on the 26th. There were only 17 days with maximums of 60(F or above and 12 days with maximums of 70(F or above.

Precipitation in October was a complete change from the previous past dry month with 9.84 and was 322 percent of normal.  The month ranked as the wettest such month on record.  The month was also the wettest such month since 2002. There were only 11 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 2.18 inches on the 8th  which was a record for the day.  The previous record was 1.82 inches set in 1996. The period September through October ranked as the 4th wettest period on record. The wettest since 1999.
