October 2008: The month featured an alternating NAO and a mostly positive PNA.  The Temperature averaged 56.3°F and tied with October 1998, 2000 and 2006 as the 11th coldest such month on record (1977). Temperature extremes included 78° F on the 9th and 35°F on the 30th.  Sixteen days averaged near or above normal. There were 9 days with maximums 70°F or higher. There was one day with a maximum below 50°F. 
Precipitation during the month totaled 3.05 inches and ranked as the 15th driest such month on record and the driest since 1999.  The month was also the 2nd consecutive month with below normal precipitation. There were 6 days with measurable precipitation. The most to fall in a 24-hour period was 1.52 inches on the 28th.  The period September through October a total of 11.85 inches of precipitation was record and ranked as the 4th wettest such period on record and the wettest since 1999. There were 22 clear days and only 3 overcast days. 
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
